Kingfisher was a full blood Cherokee of the Deer Clan (Ani-Kawi).
He was killed while fighting in the Taliwa Battle led by the
Great War Chief Oconostota. They were determined to drive the
Muskogeans (Creeks) out of North Georgia. With his wife
Ghi-ga-u at his side chewing his bullets which would cause more
deadly affects

Kingfisher was mortally wounded. His wife continued the battle

and the Cherokees were victorious, this ended the conflict with
the Creeks since it had started in 1715.
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
